ORDER

The complaint of the petitioner is against her neighbor complaining that a
jack fruit tree is posing danger and no action was taken by Thiruvananthapuram
Corporation.

In the report submitted by the Secretary, Thiruvananthapuram Corporation,
it is stated that a notice was issued on 13..1..09 to Michel to cut and remove the
jack fruit tree. It isfurther stated that Michel Rgj instead of cutting and removing
the jack fruit tree made an alegation in his reply stating that the petitioner
constructed her building by violating the provisions in the Kerala Panchayat Raj
Act. It is further stated that the Health Inspector reported to the Corporation on
19..1..09 that Michel Ra did not obey the direction and therefore another notice
was sent to Michel Rg on 29..1..09 to which reply was sent by him on 9..2..09
complaining that the petitioner is harassing him by sending several complaints to
several authorities and that the jack fruit tree is not posing any danger to any one.

It is also stated that the Health Inspector reported to the Corporation, after a spot
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inspection, that Michel Raj has not complied with the direction and therefore the
Corporation has decided to cut and remove the jack fruit tree departmentally, if it
is not cut and removed by Michel Rg).

In view of the above report no further orders are required from this
Commission as the Corporation have taken steps in the matter.

The petition is therefore closed.
