O R D E R 

  The complaint of the petitioner is that he was dismissed from service by KSRTC 

in the year 1980 and the High Court ordered in his favour but his pension amount was not 

given to him and no reply was issued to the notice sent by the High Court. 

 In the report filed by KSRTC it is stated that the petitioner was suppressed several 

facts in his complaint.  It is stated that the petitioner was terminated from service with 

effect from 14..11..1980 vide order No.VLDI/65077/78 dated 14..11..1980.  On appeal 

the termination order was modified as compulsory retirement by the Appellate Authority, 

the Chairman and Managing Director, by order No.APL-2-014316/99/D.Dis. dated 

13..10..1999.  It was also ordered that eligible benefits will be given to the petitioner. 

 As per the order above stated, the eligible benefits due to him namely gratuity was 

sanctioned and paid as per Order No.026476/2000 dated 04.02.2002 and hence no 

amount is presently due to him, on this account. 

 It is also stated that the petitioner was terminated from service and afterwards 

modified as compulsory retirement with effect from 14..11..1980.  It is to be noted that 
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the pension scheme was introduced in KSRTC only from 01..04..1984 and hence the 

petitioner is not eligible for pension. 

 It is further stated that the order of the Honourable High Court in O.P. No.1954 of 

1999 was to dispose of his representations which was considered and disposed of 

intimating his ineligibility for pension. 

 In view of the above report no further orders are required from this Commission 

more so the matter relating to service dispute and is to be closed in terms of Clause 17 (f) 

of the Regulations. 

 The petition is, accordingly, closed.
