ORDER

The grievance of the petitioner isthat false cases are registered against her
sons but no action was taken on her complaint alleging the damage of her house-
hold articles.

In the report submitted by the Superintendent of Police, Kannur, it is stated
that the sons of the petitioner are involved in severa crimes which are detailed in
the report and the allegation of the damage of the household articles of the
petitioner is baseless.

In view of the report no further orders can be passed since this Commission
has no jurisdiction to decide the truth or otherwise in a crime case and if the
petitioner is aggrieved against the police for not registering a case it is for her to
approach the Court to file a private complaint and this Commission has no

jurisdiction to direct the police officials to register a complaint where the stand of

the police isthat the complaint isfalse. The petition is, therefore, closed.
