ORDER
The above complaint was filed by the petitioner with an alegation that first
respondent (R1) Shibu, mentioned in the petition tried to encroach into her house during
night when she was lone there and that he left the place when she shouted. According to
the petitioner, she informed the fact to the neighbours and the Residents' Association.
According to her, respondents assaulted her and her mother due to the above fact and also
threatened her. According to the petitioner, in spite of the complaint given to the police
no action was taken.
In the report submitted by the City Police Commissioner, Thiruvananthapuram it
is found stated that the petition filed by the petitioner before him was registered as
No0.24/PWS/CP/TC dated 5-1-2008 and the same was forwarded to the Circle Inspector

(CI) of Police, Poonthura for enquiry. According to thereport, the C | summoned the
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petitioner and R1 and warned them not to create any problem. According to the report,
the neighbours of the petitioner and members of the Residents Association were also
guestioned during the enquiry who complained that the petitioner is bringing severa
persons who are said to be her relatives which was objected by the respondents and hence
guarrel arose between the petitioner and respondents.

In the report it is further stated that there is no problem between the petitioner and
respondents after both of them were warned by the C | of Police, Poonthura.

In view of the above averments in the report no further orders are required on the
petition and the petition is accordingly closed.
